1. Thaytendnegae (Joseph Brant) - 1742-1807. Mohawk Indian. His
sister, Molly Brant, was the wife of Sir William Johnson, the British
Superintendent of Indian Affairsin the Province of New York.

2. John Dickinson - 1732-1808. He drafted several of the petitions to
the King and wrote the first draft of the Articles of Confederation.

3. Genera John Burgoyne - 1777. Often called the turning point of
the war, the defeat of the British prompted France to enter the war
asan American aly.

4. Lexington and Concord - Thefirst shot between the Patriots and the
British wasfired in 1775 in Lexington. British Regulars received
secret orders to capture and destroy military supplies stored at
Concord, but the Petriot leaders had learned of this and moved most
of their storesto other locations.

5. Minutemen - usualy younger, better trained and armed men who
were ready for military duty at aminute’s warning.

6. William Howe from 1776. Mostly known for his costly victory at
Bunker Hill. Hisdownfal was at Saratoga and he resigned his post
in 1777, returning to England.

7. Benedict Arnold - (1741-1801). Roseto the rank of Major
General before defecting in 1780. His plot to hand over West
Point to the British was discovered and he fled to British lines,
making him atraitor.

8. Sonsof Liberty was formed as an underground organization,
the Boston branch was responsible for organizing and
executing the Boston Tea Party.

9. 1777

10. Philadelphia at Carpenter’s Hall.

11. Second Continental Congress. On June 14, 1775, they voted to
create the Continental Army out of the militia units around
Boston and unanimously named George Washington as
Commanding General.

12. John Paul Jones - 1747-1794. During an engagement with the
British, he became known as the Father of the American Navy
after he volunteered his servicesin 1775.

13. Nathan Hale served as a spy for the Continental Army. He was
captured in New York City by the British and executed.

14. Intolerable Acts. These were a series of five laws passed by the
British Parliament in 1774 to punish Massachusetts colonists
for protesting the Tea Act with the Boston Tea Party. One of
the laws was a Quartering Act which was to help house the
British soldiers.

15. Invisible Ink - amixture of water and ferrous sulfate.

16. Forty-five percent. At least athird of the colonists fought for
the British.

17. Thomas Jefferson; John Adams; Benjamin Franklin; Roger
Sherman and Robert Livingston.

18. King George 11

19. The Treaty of Paris signed September 3, 1783.

20. The Bald Eagle was chosen in 1782.
