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BEGINNING THE SECOND CENTURY

Submitted by Village of Richfield Springs Historian Harriett Geywits

Frederick Bronner was one of Richfield’ s outstanding citizens of the
19th and 20th century. Bornin 1870, he was a member of thefirst
graduation class of Richfield Springs High School in 1889. Bronner
soon became a prominent businessman, operating agrocery store. He
later served as postmaster for fifteen years and for twenty-five years
was associated with the Bloomfield and Tuller Hotels and served as
Village Trustee, Town Supervisor and, for many years, was clerk of the
Board of Education. He was aso activein severa fraternal, religious
and political organizations, and served for many years as church
treasurer of St. John’s Episcopal Church. He also held various offices
in the Richfield Springs Masonic Lodge.

A review of the grocery business started by Mr. Bronner appeared in
the 1894 MERCURY:
* Among the leading commercia houses of Richfield Springs, mention
ismade of Mr. Fred Bronner. This representative grocery house was
established in 1891 and through honorable business transactions Mr.
Bronner has achieved a success of which he has just reasonsto be
proud. The remarkable success of this house is the more conspicuous
asit has been established but three years and is, therefore, ajunior
among its contemporaries, though the volume of business transacted is
quite as large as that of its most ancient rivals. The premises occupied
are on Lake Street opposite the Darrow House, are admirably equipped
and arranged. The stock carried embraces choice teas, coffees,
chocolate, spices, relishes, creamery butter, full cream cheese, canned
goods, foreign and domestic fruits, etc. in fact, everything ever kept ina
first class store of thiskind. The goods of this house are noted for their
purity and uniform in order and excellence. Cleanlinessis carefully
observed and all orders receive prompt and careful attention. Mr.
Bronner, who is a native of Richfield Springs, is a pleasant, genial and
enterprising citizen with whom it will be found both pleasant and
profitable to deal. He presently supervises all operations of the house
and is much respected by all classes.”

Mr. Bronner was also a frequent contributor to the MERCURY,
often writing on the Richfield of the past as well as the present and
offering encouragement for the future. In 1921, he wrote: “Richfield
Springsis beginning its second century as a summer resort and is
entertaining a very satisfactory number of expected guestsin its severa
hotels. During itslong career through several generations, itis
interesting to note the varied influence, both as a place of recreation and
entertainment as well as a health resort, that the place has exerted
among those of the American continent.

Richfield has been celebrated since its founding in 1820 as a health
resort and yet it is by no means given over to invalids. Infact, thereis
perhaps a misconception as to its summer citizenship which has,
through all these years, been largely made up of guests who come into
the hills of Otsego to enjoy the varied attractions of thiswholly
delightful country. However, the fame of Richfield grew through its
prestige as awatering place, aterm which islittle heard in these days,

but the time was when all fashion revolved around the Springs of
the North - Saratoga, Sharon and Richfield. Saratoga has been
made a state institution with its active season largely confined in the
racing period in August. Sharon has practically given over its
activitiesto its cure, but Richfield still combines very happily its
dual role as a place of summer vacation and a watering place.

The famous baths of this place have been opened for the season
under the medical direction of Dr. John Sawhill of New York City,
and under hisimmediate and persona supervision, the large number
of patients are partaking of the benefits of the mineral waters. His
staff of assistantsis as follows: Miss Edith Black, superintendent of
the house; William Rodenburg and Carl Miller, masseurs; Misses
Anna Swanson and Ada Rodenger, masseuses, Mrs. Gilcreasein
charge of the women’s plain baths with Mrs. Margaret Ralph
assisting; Miss Pauline Smith, assistant to the masseuses; Mrs.
Louise Curtisin charge of the fountain; Mrs. Westcott, in charge of
the laundry with Mrs. Ennis and William Purcell assisting; John
Dultrz, engineer and Thomas R. Robertsin charge of the grounds as
superintendent and caretaker to whom this whole community is
indebted for the splendid work in the beautiful Spring Park.

The grounds and bathing establishment are the property of the
Robert W. Tailer Estate, through whose public spirit and generosity,
the park is thrown open to the public. Here are located the fine
tennis courts of the Richfield Tennis Club which has, for over
fifteen years, taken charge of their care and management.

Asan added attraction to the summer diversions for the young
people, the big swimming pool in the bathing establishment has
been opened and will be in charge of Mr. Patton, an expert
instructor, who is forming alarge class for lessons.”

Fast forward to the 21st century. Richfield isno longer an
influence as a health resort but we still maintain versions of the
entertainment and recreationa opportunities that tie us to our past
and the beauty of the area. The Village Park, J. D. Cary Park and
Monument Park are open for public use. Summer concerts are still
held in the Village Park. Thereis swimming and boating at
Canadarago L ake for all ages and people still flock to their camps
on the lake for their summer retreat.

We've lost to history the big hotels, our summer resort visitors
here for the water cure, and several of our community organizations,
but that does not mean that we've lost our interest in providing the
best in activities for our residents. Thisis especialy true during this
year of celebrating the 250th Anniversary of Americaand the 165th
Anniversary of the incorporation of the Village of Richfield Springs.

The community isworking together to bring an assortment of
activities throughout the year that will appeal to people of al ages
to honor our past history and offer encouragement to the next
generation to maintain this viable community.

PUBLIC HEARING AND VOTE

Notice is hereby given that the Public Hearing of the inhabitants of the Richfield Springs Central School District of the Towns of
Richfield, Springfield, Otsego and Exeter, Otsego County, and Columbia and Warren, Herkimer County, New York, qualified to vote at
school meetings in said district will be held at the Richfield Springs Central School in said district on Wednesday, May 6, 2026 at

6:00 p.m. for the transaction of such business as is authorized by Education Law. And notice is also given that a copy of the statement
of the amount of money which will be required for the ensuing year of school purposes, exclusive of public moneys, may be obtained
by any taxpayer in the district during the fourteen days immediately preceding the Budget Vote, except Saturday, Sunday, or holidays
at the following location during the hours designated: Richfield Springs Central School, hours 8:30 a.m.-3:30 p.m. In addition, the
district tax exemption report will be available for review.

Proposition #1- BASIC BUDGET
To adopt the annual budget of the School District for the fiscal year 2026/2027 and to authorize the requisite portion thereof to be
raised by taxation on the taxable property of the District.

Proposition #2-BUS PURCHASE

Resolved, that the Board of Education of the Richfield Springs Central School District is hereby authorized to undertake the
acquisition of school buses, including, without limitation, one (1) school bus at an estimated maximum cost of $180,657, and one (1)
minivan-type vehicle at an estimated maximum cost of $49,478, all at an estimated maximum aggregate cost of $230,135, less trade-in
value, if any, and that such cost, or so much thereof as may be necessary, shall be raised by the levy of a tax to be collected in annual
installments, with such tax to be offset by state aid available therefor; and, in anticipation of such tax, debt obligations of the school
district as may be necessary not to exceed $230,135 shall be issued, or the School District may enter into an installment purchase
contract if the Board of Education determines that it is in the best interest of the School District to finance the purchase in that method.

Proposition #3-PUBLIC LIBRARY BUDGET

SHALL the Board of Education of the Richfield Springs Central School be authorized, pursuant to Education Law, Section 259, to
levy and collect an annual tax, year after year, separate and apart from the annual school district budget, in the amount of $213,903,
which shall be paid to the Richfield Springs Public Library for the support and maintenance of the library, with this appropriated
amount to be the annual appropriation until thereafter modified by a future vote of the electors of the Richfield Springs Central School
District?

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that petitions nominating candidates for the office of member of the Board of
Education shall be filed with the Clerk of said School District at her office in the Richfield Springs Central School, no later than
Monday, April 20, 2026, between 8:00 AM and 5:00 PM. Vacancies on the Board of Education are not considered separate, specific
offices; candidates run at large. Nominating petitions shall not describe any specific vacancy upon the Board for which the candidate
is nominated; must be directed to the Clerk of the District; must be signed by at least twenty-five (25) qualified voters of the District;
must state the name and residence of each signer, and, must state the name and residence of the candidate, and state that the candidate
is a qualified voter of the District.

The following vacancy is to be filled on the Board of Education: (1) Three-year term (last incumbent) Brad Smith

Voting for the board vacancy, and the 2026/2027 school budget will take place between the hours of 12:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m. on
Tuesday, May 19, 2026 in the entrance adjacent to the baseball field. Voting will be by voting machine, absentee ballot or early
voter ballot.

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that the qualified voters of the School District shall be entitled to vote at said annual
vote and election. A qualified voter is one who is (1) a citizen of the United States of America, (2) eighteen years of age or older, and
(3) aresident within the School District for a period of thirty (30) days next preceding the annual vote and election.

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that applications for absentee ballots (where applicable) will be obtainable beginning
April 21, 2026 between the hours of 7:30 AM and 3:30 PM Monday through Friday, except holidays, from the District Clerk.
Completed applications must be received by the District Clerk at least seven (7) days before the election if the ballot is to be mailed to
the voter, or the day before the election, if the ballot is to be delivered personally to the voter. Absentee ballots must be received by the
District Clerk not later than 5:00 PM, prevailing time, on Tuesday, May 19, 2026.

A list of persons to whom absentee ballots are issued will be available for inspection to qualified voters of the District in the office of
the District Clerk during each of the five business days prior to the day of the annual vote and election between the hours of 7:30 AM
and 3:30 PM, and on May 19, 2026, the day set for the election, and said list will be posted at the polling place at the election.

Any qualified voter present in the polling place may object to the voting of the ballot upon appropriate grounds for making his/her
challenge and the reasons therefore known to the Inspector of Elections before the close of the polls.

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that applications for early mail ballots will be obtainable during school business
hours from the District Clerk, applications will be accepted by the District Clerk beginning April 21, 2026; completed applications
must be received by the District Clerk at least seven (7) days before the election if the ballot is to be mailed to the voter, or the day
before the election, if the ballot is to be delivered personally to the voter. Early mail ballots must be received by the District Clerk

no later than 5:00 pm, prevailing time, on May 19, 2026.

A list of persons to whom early mail ballots are issued will be available for inspection to qualified voters of the District in the office of
the District Clerk during each of the five business days prior to the day of the annual vote and election between the hours of 7:30 AM
and 3:30 PM, and on May 19, 2026, the day set for the election, and said list will be posted at the polling place at the election.

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that military voters who are qualified voters of the Richfield Springs Central School
District may request an application for a military ballot from the District Clerk by mail to District Clerk, P.O. Box 631, Richfield
Springs, NY 13439, by email to mshaw @richfieldcsd.org, or fax sent to 315-858-0582. In such request, the military voter may
indicate their preference for receiving the application by mail, fax or email. A military voter must return the original military ballot
application by mail to the office of the District Clerk at Richfield Springs Central School District, P.O. Box 631, Richfield Springs,
NY 13439. In order for a military voter to be issued a military ballot, a valid military ballot application must be received in the office
of the District Clerk no later than 5:00 P.M., on April 24, 2026. Military ballot applications received in accordance with the foregoing
will be processed in the same manner as a non-military ballot application under Section 2018-b of the Education Law.

The application for military ballot may include the military voter’s preference for receipt of the military ballot by mail, fax, or email.

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, a military voter’s original military ballot must be returned by mail to the office of
the District Clerk at Richfield Springs Central School District, P.O. Box 631, Richfield Springs, NY 13439. Military ballots shall be
canvassed if they are received by the District Clerk before 5:00 p.m. on May 19, 2026, and signed and dated by the military voter and
one witness thereto, with a date which is ascertained to be not later than the day before the election.
